I.
Welcome and Introductions

Also, he has been the President of the Association of Community and Continuing Education this year, with Jan Roecks taking over in July for 2006-2007.
NCWE
June Yamamoto reported that the AACC (American Association for Community Colleges) conference is April 22-25, 2006, in Long Beach.  They will hold a future leaders institute in Portland, OR, June 25-29, 2006.  Also, the NCWE Conference will be October 21-24, 2006 in Albuquerque, NM.
RHORC
Mary O’Connor reported they are looking at programs other than Nursing to assist, such as Medical Lab Tech programs.  They are helping with nursing grants wherever possible.

Regional Consortium - Julie sent around a form for each college to check off their areas of responsibility.  We have about $4000 left to spend on Outcomes Assessment.  Also, we still have monies available to send people to conferences, etc.
Curriculum Workshop - Laurie McLaughlin reported the curriculum handbook is being revised. There are many changes, including how to get no credit classes approved.  We should operate as normal until this comes out (not any time soon).  She asked if anyone sends “Request for Substantial Change” to WASC, and Julie said there is a module on the WASC website that can be downloaded.  We are supposed to be sending this form to WASC.

The Curriculum Institute will be July 13-15, 2006, in San Jose.

There will be a “Meeting of the Minds” in September, 2006.  We need to select a team from the Region to attend.

Mini-Grant Updates - Good progress is being made.  Survey engine will be available for a presentation at the May 22nd meeting.

Consortium Planning - Madrid Consulting has not returned Rick’s call.  Crafton has it (scan document) but needs to learn how to use it.  EWD has purchased two years of data sets from ESRI.  Rick suggested a mini-grant to do a regional job market survey.  Rick, Julie and Kevin will meet to discuss this.
